English We continue to explore our new book, ‘How to wash a Woolly Mammoth’ by Michelle Robinson. Next week we will be identifying verbs 
in the text, writing command sentences using verbs and writing questions. 
 
In phonics and reading we will continue in our new Read Write Inc (RWI) and Accelerated Reader (AR) groups. 

Maths In Maths we move on to addition and subtraction next week, starting with numberbonds to 10. 
Science  In Science we are continuing with our materials topic. We will be ‘working scientifically’ to ask simple questions and recognise that they 

can be answered in different ways. 
Foundation subjects In Art, we are exploring how the artist Clifford Possum used colours in his work. In RE we are consolidating our learning about Muslim 

beliefs. Geography looks at the continents of North and South America and PSHE focuses on recognising the choices that we make and 
the consequences they have. In computing we are using Scratch to create drawings. Outdoor PE is looking at playing fairly. In indoor PE 
we are developing a range of dance movements and improving timing.

Please 
continue to return RWI books on a Friday, AR books can be returned when your child has finished them.
